Chris Bangle (Italy) on the Future of Personal Mobility in Bendigo Saturday 24th July 2010.

Delivering genuine creative change from within the heart of a massive industrial corporate system is an achievement few in the world can claim. Chris Bangle is one of those.

As Director of Design at BMW, Chris Bangle initiated design processes that radically progressed how we expect a car to function. The most stunning example of this is the Gina prototype (pictured) which has a flexible material rather than a stiff metal for the skin of the car. By proposing a radical new concept for the cover of a car Bangle began to break down the engineering and design conventions that have dominated automotive design for decades.

Since leaving the role as Director of Design at BMW, Chris Bangle has been free to more fully explore his commitment to new, sustainable mobility models. We are becoming more aware of ‘personal mobility’, the choice we make for moving around. However, Bangle perceives the need to consider ‘personal emotional mobility’ if we are to seriously tackle behaviour change and develop more sustainable mobility products. People have developed ‘emotional’ attachments to their modes of transport, so if we want change we need to provide new experiences that act equally as a catalyst for emotional connection and sustainable outcomes.

In his TED Conference presentation Chris Bangle discusses at length an R&D design process titled Deep Blue. This story illuminates the extent to which Bangle himself is willing to apply an agility of thinking to the business of design. Bangle is now operating out of his private studio ‘Chris Bangle & Associates’, whilst continuing his passion for public speaking and education.

Do not miss Chris Bangle providing his unique insights into current and future mobility, what will enable and hinder change in new automobiles and his planned role within this emerging world of eco-friendly mobility trends.
