Ross dressed to kill in suit jacket charmed educated and informed all present on his personal journey thru our lives and his music. His new material with "The Peaceniks" veterans support was both familiar in style and acceptable in quality. 
After interval (during which time Ross mingled with his friends and devoted followers), his new material gave way to an extended encore of "songs we've known and loved forever" danced to by a bevy of pretty young things in backless frocks faultlessly singing along with us oldies, reminds us of musicians like Bruce Springsteen’s interactions with one hour encores followed; Ross then closed the show with his "songs we drop our trousers for" anthem Eagle Rock.
