L’Elisir D’Amore at Glyndebourne
L’Elisir D’Amore set in an idyllic vision of a Southern Italian village square tells of the romantic rivalry between the penniless Nemorino (Peter Auty) and the bumptious Sergeant Belcore (Massimo Cavaletti) for the love of the beautiful, bookish Adina (Adriana Kucerova).

The beautiful Adina, immersed in her love of the classic Tristan and Isolde fable, is being pursued and admired by simple poor farmer Nemorino. She is enamoured and courted currently by dashing soldier Belcore who wants to marry her. He receives orders to march to war, so they must marry within 24hrs. A wedding is organised, as the devastated Nemorino buys a magic-potion "Elixir of Love” with the last of his money from a travelling showman/snake-oil salesman/conman believing this potion will win over his Adina within 24hrs. He acts smug (knowing she will magically be his), she then panics as he no longer pursues her and sways towards his admiration of her. By some miracle, the once poor Nemorino overnight becomes rich from an inheritance, the town’s women hear of it and all want him; Adina gets jealous, her wedding is cancelled with the soldier and she marries the newly rich Nemorino and they live happily ever after.
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This morality tale with possibly one of the most beautiful arias in opera, Una Furtiva Lagrima (a furtive tear) is a gem from go to Oh. Full of wit and cunning, luck and miracle it becomes a joy to be part of in these days of cynicism and doubt, oh to live in simpler times with a simple partner who simply adores you. The stage-set was an "in the round" village hall wall with large doorway, with a communal front courtyard representing the meeting place to allay the isolation of country loneliness and hard-work for little pay. All who live here dream of escape into everlasting love, ironically the elixir is simply red wine, but it seems to weave the magic that saves one and all from isolation and alienation.
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A great work of sublime simplicity, this fable is most enjoyable indeed, as the oppressed people who want; eventually get what they/we all need (by "de-Wine" intervention?)...the true elixir of love?
