We asked our very experienced and educated Guest reviewer, the always smiling Nancy Gillies (10) Questions on opera, AND Wagner’s Ring Cycle 
Her first opera was in her last year of school (1946), and she has seen “at least seven a year since then” (we estimate that’s about 400+ operas, but are uncertain as to whether that includes the ten times she has seen Wagner’s Ring Cycle. Her favorite composers include Verdi (Tosca), and Puccini (La Boheme); she believes Wagner is not superior “only different”. 
She doesn’t think all Wagnerian productions must be traditional, but didn’t rate one modern Ring Cycle (Munich) about 20 years ago) as the Niebelungen (dwarves) were dressed as NAZI’s”.
