The Pavarotti Story

His story is to be told through a narrative interspersed with musical highlights of his most popular operas including La Boheme, Rigoletto, La Traviata, Lucia, the Daughter of the Regiment with its nine high C's and the ever-popular Nessun Dorma. 
It will trace his artistic and personal development, incorporating his last-minute debut at Covent Garden and his formative tour of Australia in 1965.  It will also cover his long artistic partnership with diva Dame Joan Sutherland, and the gift to opera of the partnership with Placido Domingo and Jose Carreras as "The Three Tenors". 
The opera world is a much richer place thanks to the great opera singers and promoters such as Caruso, Mario Lanza, Pavarotti, and the 3 tenors who have inspired a new generation of concert opera stars and stage stars.

The incredible cast brings the house down in some of the best arias, duets, quartets, sextets, and ensemble singing you will ever likely see and hear. They include Gary Rowley (bass), Suzanne Donald (soprano), Suzanne Shakespeare, Maxine Montgomery (soprano from Operatunity fame), Paula Coster, Marco Cinque (amazingly powerful lyric tenor), Roy Best (powerful tenor from Operatunity fame), Lawrence Allen, Sam Granata, Lucio Coceani and others. 
The Melbourne City Opera Chorus and Orchestra is conducted by MCO's musical director Erich Fackert.
