An admirer of Tennessee Williams and Arthur Miller, but more akin to Jean Genet (Funeral Rites, Our Lady of the Flowers, and (Fassbinders) Querelle - see >OVERSEAS REVIEWS< Lindsay Kemp’s Flowers, Albee doesn’t feel a need for a play to be typically American but it just happens his are.
